The parking lot at 

the Butt Holdsworth Memorial Library, 505 Water 

St., will have limited free first-come-first-serve 

accessible parking spots available to the public. You 

must have a state-issued person with disabilities 

plate or placard to park in an accessible parking space. Parking along the road is not allowed 

Parking is allowed in authorized/designated parking lots and spaces only.

Businesses can restrict access and 

charge for parking managed at their discretion. The businesses will be responsible for 

enforcing any restrictions they wish to impose on their property.
